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OHS MUSIC BOOSTERS 
MINUTES 
Meeting of October 9, 2006 
 
Time and Place of Meeting 
 
The regular monthly meeting of the OHS 
Music Boosters was held in the OHS 
Orchestra Room on Monday, October 9, 
2006 at 5:30 p.m. with President Brenda 
Hinebaugh presiding.  Eight members, 
three instructors, and one student were 
present. 
 
The secretary’s report, as published in the 
Music Boosters’ newsletter, was approved 
with no additions or corrections noted.  
Student thank-you notes were distributed. 
 
Treasurer’s Report 
 
Barb Stanek, Treasurer, reported that the 
John Deere account has been closed, with 
account activity transferred to the 
Ottumwa Schools Employee Credit Union.  
The balances, as of October 9, were 
$4,538.47 in checking, and $37,539.77 in 
savings.  Barb stated that she will begin 
including a copy of the bank statement 
with the financial report each month in her 
report to the Boosters organization. 
 
President Hinebaugh made a 
recommendation to transfer the necessary 
amount of dollars to avoid approving 
budget figures in the red.  It was moved by 
Pam DeBoer and seconded by Dennis 
Vasconez to add $4,000.00 to Other 
Income from Savings, in order to balance 
the budget.  The motion received 
unanimous approval. 
 
Student Reports 
 
Senior music student, Mike Potts, reported 
for the vocal ensembles at OHS.  He 
reported that Meistersingers are ready for 
All State on October 21, with tryouts at 
Fairfield.  Small groups will sing to the 
class next week. 
 
Mike Potts stated that the Show Choir has 
the first song choreographed, with thanks 
being mentioned for the choreographer that 
worked with the students. 
 
The Orchestra students are finalizing 
preparations for the October 24 concert. 
 

The OHS Marching Band will be 
competing at the State Marching Festival 
in Oskaloosa on October 14, performing 
the selections from Jesus Christ Superstar.  
The OHS Drumline was recognized for 
pep assembly performances and for 
competing at Oktoberfest.  The Color 
Guard continues to perfect their routines as 
well. 
 
Instructor Reports 
 
Ms. Easley reported that Heidi Ahmed will 
be auditioning for All State on October 21 
from the Orchestra.  October 24 will be the 
Orchestra’s fall concert at Evans Middle 
School. 
 
Ms. DeBoer reported that Color Guard 
unveiled new uniforms at homecoming, 
which were designed and created by 
Austin Pettinger.  Ms. DeBoer also 
mentioned a thank you to Boosters for new 
pants purchased for Color Guard members.  
Ms. DeBoer also mentioned the State 
Marching Festival in Oskaloosa on 
October 14, which will be the first time the 
OHS Marching Band has competed at 
State Contest.   
 
Concert band will begin after the third 
week of October, and Ms. DeBoer 
reminded students and parents that it is 
time to prepare for chair placement 
auditions. 
 
Jazz Band auditions will be October 23 
through October 27, with Jazz Band 
beginning in November. 
 
Mr. Vasconez reported that the 
Meistersingers are preparing for All State 
on October 21 at Fairfield.  Troubadours 
and Bells will be traveling to Ft. Madison 
for the Southeast 7 Vocal Festival on 
October 24.  Preludes, Bells, and 
Meistersingers will be performing at the 
Fall Concert on November 2.  Mr. 
Vasconez also stated his thank you to the 
Boosters for paying the choreographer for 
Show Choir. 
 
Mrs. Triplett was ill and was unable to 
attend this meeting, so Mr. Vasconez 
reported in her absence.  A thank you to 
OHS Music Boosters for sponsoring the 
Synergy Brass Quintet on September 23 
was given, stating that it was an 
educational and delightful clinic 

performance.  The instructors were proud 
of the Marching Band’s Oktoberfest 
performance, and it was stated that the 
Drum Line made their first appearance for 
the Oktoberfest competition.  The new 
banner for marching band was also 
mentioned. 
 
On Saturday, October 21, 16 band 
members will be auditioning for All-State 
at Fairfield. 
 
As long as the shirts last, OHS Bands are 
selling t-shirts ($8.00), long-sleeved shirts 
($9.00) and sweatshirts ($15.00).   
 
Old Business 
 
-- Much discussion ensued as to the 
finances of the Music Booster 
organization.  Brenda Hinebaugh stated 
that there is $36,071.14 in a band uniform 
account through the school’s Fine Arts 
department.  These funds have been 
generated since 1991 through student fees.  
No fees are currently being collected from 
students at registration in regards to choir 
and orchestra uniforms.  This amount, 
along with the Booster account balances, 
result in a fairly large sum for a nonprofit 
organization.  Comments regarding these 
funds included the need to look at needs of 
the music department—ranging from new 
marching uniforms, to tuxedo replacement.  
It was suggested that a percentage of funds 
be allotted to each of the three departments 
(band, choir, orchestra), with a fourth 
allocation being for department-wide 
purchases such as a trailer, copier, etc.  
Parents in attendance stated that it would 
probably enhance fundraising efforts if 
parents knew where the monies were going 
to be spent, and not just into a “general” 
fund. 
 
It was requested that the instructors bring a 
prioritized list of five needs (not including 
what the school district would normally 
provide), with estimated costs, for his or 
her department to the November meeting, 
and a proposal for how to divide the funds 
throughout the music department. 
 
-- Ms. DeBoer stated that there are not 
enough students currently interested in the 
Kentucky Derby trip to allow it to be a 
viable trip.  That activity, therefore, is on 
hold.
